How we can work together to support your children

· Be patient as your child settles in at Jelly Beans, it may take some time for them to separate from you confidently. Speak to your child’s key person if you have any concerns.

· Make sure your child gets an early night and has a sensible breakfast, starting pre-school can be exhausting in the early stages.

· Be positive, talk about their day and things they have enjoyed.

· Read the books that are sent home together for the week.
